Exhibition Contract

1. The artist pledges all artwork to be his or her original work. 

2. The undersigned artist will provide biographical material and a resume of exhibits, awards, etc. with contract.

3. The artist may not remove works accepted by the CCAC for an exhibition until the end of the consigned exhibit period.  Unless stipulated by separate agreement, the CCAC’s liability for an unsold work or works remaining at CCAC beyond the last exhibit date will terminate one week after said exhibit closing date.

4. We wish to accommodate artists in any way we are able, but the CCAC reserves the right to reject any entry that requires special installation if, in our opinion, the installation cannot be accomplished within the area devoted to the exhibition.

5. All two-dimensional works must have finished edges suitably prepared for hanging.  All three-dimensional works must be stable and self-supporting.

6. The exhibition will be professionally handled, installed, and dismantled under the supervision of the CCAC staff and Visual Arts Committee.  Artists who wish to participate in the installation process must expect to become part of the installation team and provide labor as needed. All curatorial decisions, including any and all changes once the installation is complete, will be left to the discretion of the CCAC staff and the CCAC Visual Arts Committee.

7. CCAC personnel will exercise all reasonable care of handling, installation and storage of works of art.  Artwork will be insured by the CCAC.  Insurance exclusions include: marring, scratching, chipping, wear and tear.  

8. In the unfortunate event that artwork is stolen while in our possession, CCAC will remit to the artist full value of the work(s) minus 30% commission (or if the work is NFS, a predetermined “fair market value” as determined by the artist and CCAC) at the conclusion of the claim process with the insurance company or after a period of no more than nine months, which ever is shorter.  Further, the CCAC will report the theft to the appropriate legal authorities.  Should the work be recovered at a later date, CCAC shall be deemed legal owner of the work.

9. Unless otherwise notified in writing, CCAC assumes that permission is granted by the artist to photograph artwork for publicity, a catalogue and education purposes.

10. Identification on artwork loaned from public or private collections must also include the Collector’s name, address and insurance value.

11. The undersigned artist agrees that CCAC shall act as agent for the artist in conducting actions between buyer(s) and the artist during the exhibition period.  Checks will be processed by and reissued through the CCAC’s account within thirty (30) working days of the exhibit closing date.  The CCAC will retain a 30% commission.

12. The CCAC is not responsible for transporting artwork to or from the Arts Center and is not responsible for damages occurred during transport.
